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D id you know that sea lions and otters see their doctor for 

physical exams, sharks take vitamins, and 

sick fish take medicine and sometimes need 

surgery? The public now has the rare chance to 

dive into the fascinating world of aquatic medi-

cine at the Aquarium of the Pacific. 

 

Visitors are invited to explore the newest per-

manent expansion at the Aquarium of the Pa-

cific, the Molina Animal Care Center. There, 

visitors will be able to see daily animal care 

shows with education staff, watch the Aquar-

iumôs veterinarian conduct medical exams, and 

learn more about the world of aquatic medi-

cine. The Aquarium will feature new exhibits 

and programs about animal care geared to all 

ages. 

 

The new 14,000 square foot Molina Animal Care Center ac-

commodates mammals, birds and fish. It pro-

vides enhanced healthcare as well as the oppor-

tunity for Aquarium visitors to see veterinary 

medicine in action. The Aquarium of the Pa-

cific is one of the few aquaria anywhere that 

provide an opportunity for guests to observe a 

doctor examining an animal patient. 

 

Visitors will learn about the connection be-

tween a healthy environment and a healthy ani-

mal. This includes the Aquariumôs daily animal 

care shows, where staff will bring animals out 

of their exhibits to give guests a first-hand look 

at how these species will be cared for in the 

brand new facility.
